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What is the Health, Social Care & Well-being Strategy?
	This is the second Health, Social Care & Well-Being Strategy – the first was for 2005-2008.

It is a legal duty that each Local Health Board (LHB) and Local Authority (LA) both prepare and put into operation a plan for the health and well-being of its local population.

The Strategy / Plan provides the chance to further improve joint working and integration between all local partners, with the aim of improving the health and wellbeing of the people of Denbighshire.  
The Strategy /Plan will also focus on producing and deliver high quality person focused services, built around genuine and open discussions with service users, their carers, staff and the general public. 



	What difference will the Strategy make?
	It will give us the chance to strengthen further improve joint working and integration between all local partners.
The main reason for the Strategy / Plan is that we work together to get shared vision and results.
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What difference has it made?
	There have been so many positive things happen since the development of the first Strategy / Plan.  
A Health, Social Care & Well-being Achievements Report has been written which tries to sum up and show the successes to date.  The Achievements Report can be accessed on the website below.
Also, there have been some positive changes around working together with our partners to plan and deliver services around the needs of users.
