Apologies were read out. 
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	Minutes of last meeting and matters arising 
Minutes: BP job title was wrong and needs changing. The rest of the minutes were agreed as correct. 

Matters Arising: page 3, item 7: LN to have a meeting with Chris Catheral, Rachel Shaw and Liz Fletcher from children’s services within the health department.  

DC reported that the Advocacy Co-ordinator role paperwork had been submitted on the 3.3.07 and will know if the application has been successful in May.

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	Highlight Report
AT reported she had sent out the revised documents to the group.  The group agreed to sign them off.  AT said that it may be possible to produce a DVD version of the newsletter.  The paper newsletter should be made in colour. 

ADULT SERVICES
Joint commissioning and planning: AT reported she met with Vicky McCourt from the SSIA and talked about guidelines in relation to commissioning.  AT reported it is possible for joint working across counties particularly within Conwy and Denbighshire.  AT reported the next step would be to get together as a larger working group.  

Framework for Joint Commissioning & Purchasing:
LN talked about the commissioning services and the LD Clinical Advisory Group. It was reported that the process and outcomes and joint planning were the main point of interest.  

AT is to find out what processes are ongoing and write a document reporting on it and send it to the HSCWB managers; Diane Hesketh (Denbighshire) and Patty Fitton (Conwy).  It was commented that it was important this information was received by them as they are working on writing the new HSCWB strategy.

The Board agreed that members of the LHB should attend these meetings. LN he will be attending a meeting with CL, AT, DC, PF & LHB representatives regarding processes and CAG. 

Joint Training:

AT said she had met with AW and Paul Hosker and discussed LD team training needs.  AT reported the needs analysis and skills analysis still needed to be done and hopes this will be complete in the next few weeks. AT reported she hoped to apply for funding, but needed to know more about the criteria. 

The Board discussed skill mixes across all the teams and the possible use of in-house training. It was reported that a good feed back system needs to be in place.  

CL talked about a report prepared by Health Liaison Nurse from C & D NHS Trust) which had been put together on awareness training for WAG, of which £3,000 funding was needed. 

Person Centred Planning:

AT reported that not much was available on evaluation of PCP.  AT reported she had met with ‘RateUs’ who have a service evaluation system which could be used for any type of service.  AT handed out a questionnaire based on one of their questionnaires to the Board to discuss. 

It was reported that a ‘transport’ section was needed on the questionnaire and that it should be able to reflect the quality of life of the service user. It was reported that one common tool was needed across agencies and that a number of models were available.  AT is to look at them bring the results back to the Board.  It was reported that self advocacy had produced a manifesto based on a nationwide consultation.  RateUs, Paradine and Self Advocacy are to be looked at by AT and reported on. 

Transition:

AT said that the Transition Sub group had met on the 2.3.07 and 16.4.07.  The group are working on a flow chart.  AT reported that she had met with BP and that BP said he felt it was not appropriate for him to be on the group, but that would still like to receive all the paperwork. 

DH has requested a copy of the membership list and attendance list to look at which LHB staff attend.  LN will chase up representatives from the LHB before any action is taken. It was reported that Eirwen Vogler is a member who attends meetings. 

CHILDREN’S SERVICES

Eligibility Criteria: A meeting with Ian Jones to discuss the criteria was cancelled.  AT said she will be attending the All Wales meeting on the 10.5.07 which will discuss eligibility. 

Conwy Children’s Services: it was reported that SM did not feel she needed to attend these meetings in person unless she was specifically needed and sends CL as her representative.  A query arose at who would be the person who decided who should or should not attend these meetings?  AT reported she has spoken with Judy Evans from Flintshire discussing a similar project.
