Joint Planning: AT confirmed that a meeting had taken place to discuss planning for 2008-09 Denbighshire and Conwy SPG, MAP members and key users of the group discussed the scope for joint planning.  AT advised the group of the key facts highlighted within the report for the common areas which need further developments and actions.
Joint Training: AT confirmed there had been further response further to meeting with Conwy to progess further with the Training/Skills Analysis. AT fed back the responses.  Conwy are running training development courses, these will be open to Denbighshire and this will be jointly funded. LD Teams are to run awareness sessions on communications systems.  C&D H&SC WDTP working on a Social Care Passport – with a core training programme and a view to train to a higher level.  Training awareness into PMLD including PDSI, support workers, LA and C & D Trust.  It was suggested is needs to be in place 08-09.
PCP: The evaluation tool was approved by MAP, SPG and LDPG following comments from Service Users and Conwy Connect. An Implementation Plan has been produced and the pilot has been completed. Both Conwy and Denbighshire have asked Three Advocacy groups to take part. Two groups who have completed the questionnaire found that for people with communication problems, the evaluation needs to be done face to face, only two questionnaires had been returned by post, found to be more affective by one-to-one.  It was proposed for the questionnaire to be completed annually by a coordinator.  It was suggested Talking Mats and SALT should also be involved.

The results from the pilot will be presented at SPG, MAP, LDPG and the advocacy groups that took part.

PCP should be looked at in relation to transition. It is used in the transition review on the flowchart. Conwy and Gwynedd do currently use PCP.  

Transition: AT advised the group that LOG approved the report submitted, consultation has taken place, completes end of Nov.  Documents have been distributed to forums groups and services, including article from Barnardos. Responses will be collated and presented to sub groups 20th Nov and reported back to MAP, SPG, and LDPG. To be reported back to LOG for comments by Jan 08.
AT attended a conference in London which focused on supporting people with severe learning difficulties through transition. Various examples with an emphasis on joint working.  AT advised the group of a conference being held on 29th Nov in Cardiff organised by Children in Wales focusing on Transition.  AT will present work developed with sub groups. 
Eligibility: A meeting has taken place with Ian Jones, Team Manger for Children with Disabilities Team in Denbighshire. Further discussions with multi agency groups regarding how it would be effective if it would be to develop a tool kit to determine levels of services and who would be eligible.
