	What is the Health, Social Care & Well-being Strategy?
	This is the second Health, Social Care & Well-Being Strategy – the first covered 2005-2008.
It is a statutory duty that each Local Health Board (LHB) and Local Authority (LA) jointly formulates and implements a strategy for the health and well-being of its local population.

The Strategy provides the opportunity to further strengthen collaboration and integration between all local partners, both statutory and non-statutory, with the aim of significantly improving the health and wellbeing of the people of Denbighshire.  The Strategy will also focus on creating and delivering high quality citizen-focused services, built around genuine and open engagement with service users, their carers, staff and the general public. 


	What difference will the Strategy make?
	It will provide us with the opportunity to further strengthen collaboration and integration between all local partners, both statutory and non-statutory.

The main driver of the Strategy is that we work in Partnership to achieve a shared vision and outcomes.  This is backed by Senior level buy-in from all the Partnership agencies.


	What difference has it made?
	There have been so many positive outcomes since the development of the first Strategy.  Therefore a Health, Social Care & Well-being Achievements Report has been created which attempts to capture and demonstrate the achievements to date.  The Achievements Report can be accessed on the website below.
In addition there have been some fantastic developments with regard to working together with our partners to design and deliver services around the needs of users.  These innovative joint project developments funded through Joint Working Grant funds have been illustrated in the easy to read leaflet which again can be accessed on the website mentioned below.

	The Strategies underpinning principles include equality, public involvement, inclusion and independence.  Each of these principles has a direct impact on our lives.
